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CO2 Emissions Reductions 

• Adding more renewable energy sources helps lower  
    Concord’s CO2 emission 
 
• Currently 17% of CMLP Power Supply portfolio  
     comes from renewable sources 
 
• 213 homes with roof top solar = 1.47 mW DC output 
 
• 11 commercial sites = 377 kW DC output  
 
• Total of 1.85 mW DC of existing solar in Concord not  
      including the former Landfill site
