	Text5: The purpose of this webinar is to provide the public with the opportunity to become fully acquainted with the proposed Bruce Freeman Rail Trail project.  All comments submitted in response to the webinar  will be reviewed and considered to the maximum extent possible.
	Text6: The proposed project consists of 5.1 miles of a paved multiuse path following the abandoned rail corridor. In Sudbury, the trail extends 4.6 miles from near the intersection with Station Road off Union Avenue to the Concord Town Line.  In Concord, the trail extends 0.5-miles from the Sudbury Town Line to the most recently built section of the Bruce Freeman Rail Trail at Powder Mill Road. The trail will include 9 roadway/driveway crossings and numerous stream crossings including but not limited to bridges over Hop Brook and Pantry Brook. The path will generally be 10 feet wide and be aligned within the railroad right-of-way while being sensitive to the various environmental resource areas.
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
