Fiber is laid in 95% of Town streets

Residents and Businesses may subscribe (pay
installation fee, and a monthly service charge)

~1400 subscribers, ~200 waiting
Installations were paused during COVID pandemic

Why a Study Committee?

Respectfully, Town has focused on pandemic response

More Concord Light Broadband subscribers = Potential for
very large revenue stream

Federal government broadband infrastructure funds
Citizens can build partnerships, find creative alternatives
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
