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Appropriation of Parking Meter Receipts

• As part of a revolving fund, Parking Meter Receipts did not 
require annual appropriation

• Now, authorized under Mass. Gen. Laws c.40, §22C, Parking 
Meter Receipts do require annual appropriation

• The amount available for appropriation is up to 100% of the 
estimated balance as of June 30 of the prior fiscal year

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Appropriation of Parking Meter Receipts
• The estimated balance available for appropriation for FY22 is 

$400,000
• Because of the pandemic, the Town has not been collecting 

parking revenue, but will be able to supplement lost revenue 
with grant funds (ARPA)

• Beginning April 20, 2021, the Town will begin charging parking 
fees and anticipates that revenue streams will return to pre‐
pandemic levels beginning in FY22
