Dear Concord Resident:

We are pleased to announce that Concord Public Works (CPW) is in the planning phase of the
2022 Roadway improvement project. CPW’s Engineering Division is developing a pavement
management program for the 2022 construction season that will include rehabilitation techniques to
address streets with high levels of deterioration as well as various preservation techniques to
prevent roads from falling into expensive repair categories. These preservation techniques will allow
the Town instead of reactively responding to deteriorating pavements and failing infrastructure, to
utilize well-timed surface treatments to maintain our roads network. These preservation techniques
have several benefits: extend the life of our roads, keep them in better condition, and reduce waste

by re-using existing materials which cuts down trucking, hauling and pollution.

Road Moratorium Notice

Please be aware that for the streets listed above, once the road is repaved, there are challenges
and potentially significant costs associated with cutting the roadway or with other work within the
public Right of Way (ROW). The Town has implemented a town-wide five (5) year roadway
moratorium on digging of streets that have received full width pavement treatment.

For additional information on the Moratorium Excavation Fee (MEF), please scan the ”
QR code for the Town’s ROW permit application: If you are planning to upgrade or 1555k
install underground utilities (i.e. gas, electric, etc.) or any other work that may affect 3
the paved area within the ROW, please contact us immediately so that we can assist
and coordinate with you to the maximum extent practicable.

Irrigation system notice

Please be advised that during roadway work within the public ROW, sections of your private in-
ground irrigation system that may be located in the ROW may unavoidably be damaged. While the
contractor will be instructed to be mindful of private infrastructure (including in-ground irrigation
systems) which may have been inadvertently placed within the public ROW, neither the Contractor
nor the Town can be held responsible for those damages. CPW recognizes that many residents
and/or their landscaping contractor may not be aware of their exact property bounds. For those

reasons, as a guideline CPW recommends homeowners take this opportunity to remove/relocate
any portion of their irrigation system that is located within five (5’) feet of the existing edge of
pavement prior to the road work occurring next construction season. Should damage occur during
the construction work, the contractor’'s maximum responsibility is to cap the broken line or sprinkler
head.
